These checklists cannot claim to be exhaustive; they are merely intended as an aid for you
in fulfilling your duties as a conscientious operator.

The checking and monitoring jobs listed below are described in greater detail in the

following chapters.

If the answer to one of the following questions is NO, first rectify the cause of the fault

before starting or continuing work.

Check the following points before putting the machine into operation or starting the engine:
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Enough fuel in the tank? (m 5-2)

Coolant level OK? (m 5-8)

Water drained from the fuel prefilter? (m 5-4)

Engine oil level OK? (m 5-6)

Oil level in hydraulic tank OK? (m 5-77)

Water level in washer tank OK? (m 3-24)

V-belt condition and tension checked? (m» 5-72)

Lubrication points greased? (m 5-24)
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Tracks checked for cracks, cuts etc. 7 (m 5-22)
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Lights, signals, indicators, warning lights and indicators OK? (m 3-22)
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Windows, mirrors, lights and steps clean?
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Control lever base folded down? (m 3-36)
